EECERA 2019: What counts, who is making it count, 

and why?

EECERA 2019 took place 20th – 23rd of August this year in 

Greece.  Dr. Maria Evangelou in her keynote address discussed 

using a Theory of Change model to enhance home-setting 

partnerships in challenging circumstances. The importance of 

having a shared vision between parents/families and 

professionals to enhance children’s holistic learning and 

development was the central tenet of this address.  

 

Dr. Jan Peeters explored what is good quality and how can we 

monitor it.  He stated that early childhood education is never a 

given, requiring constant evaluation and efforts towards 

improvement.   

 

The nexus of research, policy and practice is key.  EECERA 2019 

afforded more than 150 presentations, 13 SIGs and poster 

presentation opportunities to highlight vibrant and innovative 

research projects. The passion of presenters overflowed into 

multi-national discussions over delicious food, the gala dinner 

and impromptu get-togethers in restaurants and al-fresco 

frappés in the seafront cafés.  

 

Common international challenges regarding undervalued 

professional identities, budget cuts, concerns regarding formal 

assessments for four-years-old children were balanced by 

acknowledgements of the overwhelming yet deeply satisfying 

role of early years’ educators and children’s agency.  While Dr. 

Peeters movingly suggested that some ‘aspects of quality can 

only be measured by the heart’, and ‘pedagogical heroes’, he 

also highlighted the need for a ‘360° view of quality’.   

 

EECERA 2019 provided many insights into how we can make 

early years count and EECERA 2020 in Zagreb will enable the 

conversations on democratic early childhood pedagogies to 

continue.

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As President of OMEP Ireland, I attended the 71st World 

Assembly (WA) of Presidents in Panama in July 2019. It was a 

very productive meeting with decisions about new OMEP 

projects and the election of a new World President, new World 

Treasurer for OMEP, as well as a new VP for Latin America. The 

formation of the World Declaration around the UN Convention 

on the rights of the Child was however one of the highlights and 

asserts that; 

Now is the time for State parties to renew their 
commitments, redouble their efforts and take all 
possible actions to fulfil the rights of all children and 
especially for the most vulnerable and children at risk. 
We call on all governments to take immediate action 
to guarantee the children a safe life and for each boy 
and every girl to develop to their fullest potential, 
leaving no one behind. 

This sends out clear intent that it is high time for Governments 

and other stakeholders to take action and renew our 

commitment to the UNCRC which celebrates its 30th 

anniversary in November. 

 

Following the WA, I attended the world conference where I was 

fortunate enough to have the opportunity to present a paper.  

The theme of the conference centred around Identities and 

Culture in Early Childhood Education and included 16 keynotes, 

central panel contributions and 12 symposia covering the 

themes from all regions and continents. This broad 

understanding of the importance of acknowledging context 

and culture was further displayed in 73 individual presentations 

and 36 posters. My presentation aimed to highlight the need 

for Early Childhood Education and Care (ECEC) practitioners to 

become trauma informed and indeed trauma responsive in 

relation to our work with young children. Essentially, the paper 

highlighted the importance of creating environments for 

children that promote a culture of care, a sense of belonging 

and positive relationships. This in turn also relates to the theme 

of our next OMEP National Conference which takes place in CIT 

on November 9th. The theme of this conference is 

‘Relationships Matters & What Matters in Early Years 

Relationships’.

‘A study of the participation of very young children, 

early years’ practitioners and local decision- makers in a 

consultation process in the context of Roscommon 

Children and Young Person’s Services Committee 

(CYPSC)’.

Consulting with children on their priorities is a feature of the 

work of CYPSCs in Ireland. As part of the data collection phase 

of a PhD study a series of consultation sessions with very young 

children on their health and well-being needs was facilitated by 

CYPSC in Co. Roscommon. The consultations have since 

informed the development of the Early Years’ Health and 

Wellbeing Plan by Roscommon CYPSC for its administrative 

area. The sessions were conducted in the context of a broader 

consultation process that sought to engage key stakeholders 

concerned with the health and well-being of young children as 

part of public decision-making processes. 

 

Children presented their perspectives of health and well-being 

priorities as follows:  

¶ spending time with mammy and/or daddy having fun; 

¶ lots of laughter;  

¶ story time during the day and at night before bed;  

¶ playing inside and playing outside;  

¶ playing with friends, grandparents; and pets;  

¶ blowing bubbles;  

¶ jumping in puddles;  

¶ rough and tumble;  

¶ spending time in nature- looking for spiders; running down 

hills; 

¶ doing puzzles and games; 

¶ going to the park/ playground, going for walks, riding bikes 

An output of the consultation process is a visual representation 

of the children’s perspectives was co-produced by the children 

and the researcher; the Happy and Healthy Volcano has been 

distributed to Early Childhood Services in Roscommon and an 

accompanying parent’s information sheet has been circulated.

Universal Design Guidelines for Early Learning and 

Care Settings 
In 2017, a consortium led by Early Childhood Ireland, made up 

of Trinity Haus, Mary Immaculate College and Nathan Somers 

Design successfully tendered to develop Universal Design 

Guidelines for Early Learning and Care settings, in collaboration 

with the Centre for Excellence in Universal Design, at the 

National Disability Authority (CEUD/NDA).  

 

The Department of Children and Youth Affairs asked 

CEUD/NDA to oversee this development as part of the suite of 

supports provided by the Access and Inclusion Model (AIM). 

The purpose is primarily to support an inclusive culture (AIM 

Level 1) but also guide settings applying for small grants for 

apparatus or minor modifications to support inclusion (AIM 

Level 5). 

 

Universal Design (UD) is good design. It is the design and 

composition of an environment, so it can be accessed, 

understood and used to the greatest extent possible by all 

people regardless of their age, size, ability or disability.  

 

The range of materials include a Literature Review, 10 case 

studies, Guidelines to support settings implement Universal 

Design concepts and a Self-Audit tool. There are many photos 

showing good design practice, from a variety of Irish and 

international settings.  

 

The Guidelines and Self-Audit tool are in 4 parts:  

¶ Site location, approach and design;  

¶ Entering and moving about the setting,  

¶ Key internal and external spaces  

¶ Elements and systems.  

Settings of all kinds can get inspiration from the guidelines. 

Some ideas are low cost, and some require a larger budget.

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Parental Involvement, Engagement and 

Partnership in their Children’s Education during the 

Primary School Years 
In November 2017, Marino Institute of Education (MIE) 

successfully tendered for a grant award jointly funded by the 

National Council for Curriculum and Assessment (NCCA) and 

the National Parents Council (NPC) to study the processes of 

parental involvement, engagement and partnership in their 

children’s learning in the primary school years. 

 

Part 1 of the commissioned research was a review of relevant 

national and international literature to examine parental 

involvement, engagement and partnership in their children’s 

education in the primary years. It drew on a range of national 

and international research, analysed through a bioecological 

lens, to investigate the following research questions: 

1. What are the features of good parent-school 

partnerships during the primary school years focusing, 

in particular, on supporting all children’s learning? 

2. What role does homework play, if any, in helping 

parents to engage with their children’s learning during 

the primary school years? 

3. What are the key implications for: Curriculum 

development? For those working with parents in 

support roles? 

Part 2 (A) called for the development of case studies of parental 

engagement in five primary schools in Ireland. The perspectives 

of key stakeholders were sought, including parents, teachers, 

children and other relevant participants. 

Part 2 (B) of the research called for further engagement with 

the five case-study schools around involving parents with the 

new primary language curriculum (2015), and particular 

attention was given to homework which supports children’s 

oral language and teanga ó bhéal (NCCA, 2017, p.16). 

 

The Initial Report for Part 2 was submitted in June 2018 and, 

the Interim Report in November 2018. The Final Report was 

published in March 2019.

Overview  

Much of the research into the impact of digital devices on 

young children focuses on the ŎƘƛƭŘǊŜƴΩǎ ǳǎŜ of technology.  

Technoference, or technology-based interruptions in parent-

child interactions, are the focus of this paper, which 

investigates the relationship between ǇŀǊŜƴǘǎΩ ǳǎŜ of 

technology and the impact on child behaviour. 

  

Method  

183 heterosexual couples in the US, with a child under 5 years 

of age were surveyed. Participants completed a questionnaire 

outlining their use of digital technology and how often they 

perceive that technology interrupts an activity or conversation 

with their child. In addition, participants completed an 

associated child-behavioural checklist to report whether their 

technology-use led to internalising (whining, sulking) or 

externalising (restless, hyperactive, tantrums) negative child 

behaviours.     

 

Findings 

Results show significant associations between parents’ 

technology use and reported child-behavioural difficulties. 

Mothers’ use of technology led to both internalising and 

externalising behaviour problems while fathers’ use of 

technology had little impact.  

Findings have obvious implications for further research in ECEC.

Capturing the voice of young children with additional 

needs is a key part of my study, together with the aim to 

formulate an ecological framework to help children access the 

support they need at the right time.
